The
speed value will determine the max speed of sewing machine, while the stitch interval will limit
the speed of sewing machine.

[Note]: Do not change the speed value during the sewing, except the condition of pause,
otherwise it may cause influence on the thread-withdrawing condition.

Put the sewing material to the appointed position, step the frame switch (black one) to
lower the frame and step the running switch (grey one) to start the actual sewing. Once the
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sewing starts, user will not need to continue stepping on the running switch. When the sewing
machine finishes the work, the frame will £0 up automatically.

If user presses emergency
stop key in case of thread-breakage, the needle will stop at the upper position. Press backward
moving key to move the frame to the position that is two or three stitches before the

thread-breakage point, finish threading and step the running switch to continue the sewing.
